Did You Know?
-Rochester is hosting the Star of the North Games for the eighth time; the most of any Minnesota city. St. Cloud has hosted the event five times, including the first Games in 1988.
-3 vs. 3 ice hockey is making its Star of the North Games debut. Games will be played at the Rochester Recreation Center with specially-designed divider boards separating each sheet of ice into two surfaces. Goalies compete separately from teams with medals awarded to the best goal-against averages throughout the tournament. 
-The National Volleyball Center, which will host this year’s volleyball tournament, recently was approved for $4 million through the state bonding bill to help fund expansion plans. The center currently has eight courts and plans are to add an additional four courts to the facility.
-The Minnesota Amateur Sports Commission (MASC) runs the Star of the North Games. Thirty other states have similar “State Games,” and each year nearly 500,000 athletes participate nationwide. 
-The State Games of America, which is the biennial national championship for medalists of each individual state games, will be held in San Diego in Aug., 2011. Participants who earn medals in this year’s Star of the North Games qualify to compete at the national event. 
-There were more female athletes than male athletes at last year’s Star of the North Games. Female athletes made up just over half the competitors in the individual events, and 152 volleyball teams helped give more female representation than male representation in the team sports.
